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SURFACE PREPARATION

In areas where DM1 is to be installed ensure substrate is free of mud, oil, grease, or any other contaminates.  Remove loose 
materials and sweep the substrate. Fill cracks and voids in substrate with DRYTEK SKIMCOAT or DRYTEK 8400

PLAN MAT LAYOUT

DM1 is available in rolls that are 39 inches wide by 100 ft in length.  

Each roll includes an additional 5 inch “flap” of fabric along one of the long edges so the fabric backing of adjacent rolls can overlap 
while the nylon matrixes of adjacent rolls can butt up against one another. 

When covering an entire floor it is generally best to roll out material parallel to the longest wall, however be sure to plan the mat 
layout based on room dimensions to optimize use of materials.

ROLLOUT AND CUT
Measure and cut mat to length using a utility knife
Save shorter pieces of mat to fill in remaining areas.
First loose lay mats on substrate to ensure coverage pattern will work  
Always install with fabric side down / matrix side up for reinforcement applications
Lay out so the next mat will lie on top of the 5 inch “flap” of fabric.

INSTALL SYSTEM

For Wood Substrates:  
PLACE: Place mat on substrate fabric side down / matrix side up.  
STAPLE: Staple mats every 12 to 16 in on center.
PRIME:  Spray apply DRYTEK PRIMER to mat at 1:3 primer to water ratio
POUR:  Mix and pour DRYTEK Self-Leveling Cement at minimum of 3/4” depth.

For Concrete Substrates:

PRIME: Prime substrate with DRYTEK PRIMER before laying down mats
PLACE:  Place mat on wet primer fabric side down / matrix side up.  
POUR:  Mix and pour DRYTEK Self-Leveling Cement at minimum of 1/2” depth.
